* Applicants are to apply in the usual way to the Master of Art and
Design, indicating in the application that they have applied, or
intend to apply for the Henry Wilson Pasifika Scholarship

e Thisscholarshipis not available to an AUT University Staff Member.

SELECTION

Applicants will be considered by a selection panel from the School
of Art and Design

Applications will be considered according to the merit indicated by
the proposal, in promoting or furthering understandings of Pacific
cultures, communities and identities

No schalarship will be awarded upon any occasion if the panel is of
the opinion that there is no applicant of sufficient merit applying
for the award.
