· Academic transcript
· Copy of approved research proposal

	Selection Process
	· The Scholarship recipient will be determined by a selection committee of three members:  one representative each from Kordia, SCMS and IRASR
· Depending on the project, international peer review may be sought by the selection panel

	Conditions of Acceptance
	· That the recipient does not hold additional AUT scholarships

· Any publication resulting from work done during the tenure of a scholarship will include an acknowledgement of support provided by the Kordia SKA Scholarship

· Research outputs in appropriate peer reviewed journals and conferences are expected as outcomes

	· Provision of an annual progress report if the recipient seeks renewal of the Scholarship
