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Creative Industries Research Institute (CIRI) PhD Scholarship 
PURPOSE

The AUT Creative Industries Research Institute is a hub that weaves together the many creative research strands running through the Faculty of Design and Creative Technologies and AUT University. It acts as a focal point for collaborative research and practice between our varied areas of expertise, encourages excellence in our disciplines, and promotes the innovation that is core to many of our creative industries.

The CIRI PhD Scholarship is intended to promote research into areas that involve a convergence of several disciplines for outcomes that are innovative with respect to the application of creativity and processes involved in working in the creative industries in an interdisciplinary manner. The research undertaken with this Scholarship should be of benefit in developing better understanding of creative and interdisciplinary processes.  Interdisciplinary collaborative research fosters research links between people of different disciplines as much as it concerns multi-disciplinary research. 

CLOSING DATE

The Scholarship may be applied for at any time though only one scholarship will be awarded annually.

AMOUNT AND TYPE OF AWARD

The scholarship covers the following:

· NZ$25,000 per year stipend (exempt from tax)

· The scholarship does not include the Student’s Association fee

TENURE

The scholarship is tenable for a period not exceeding three years.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

The following must be supplied to the University Scholarships Office for consideration of the selection panel:

· Application Form

· Academic Transcript (if a copy please ensure that it is certified)

· Curriculum Vitae

· Name and contact details of two academic referees who are able to testify on the applicant’s qualifications and abilities 

· Incomplete applications will not be forwarded to the selection panel

CRITERIA

· The scholarship is open to applicants who are qualified for entry to full-time study in a doctoral degree at AUT.

· Students under this scholarship must have supervisors from at least two separate schools, or a school and external supervisor from a different discipline to be eligible.

· Preference will be given to new external students.
· The proposed research is demonstrably interdisciplinary
· The outcomes of research benefit the creative industries, broadly defined
SELECTION

· The scholarship is awarded by the CIRI Selection Panel
· In determining the suitability of an applicant for the scholarship, the selection panel will take into consideration the applicant’s academic record, the applicant’s general investigative abilities, the referee’s statements, the Faculty’s strategic needs and any other relevant information that may be available.

CONDITIONS OF ACCEPTANCE

· The stipend will be paid monthly into a nominated account

· This scholarship may not be held concurrently with any other award or scholarship, without the approval of the Director of CIRI

· Doctoral registration must be complete before the scholarship can be taken up

· An annual report on the scholar’s progress and a final report on completion of the programme must be submitted to the Director of CIRI

· Annual renewal of the Scholarship is dependent on satisfactory progress
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
