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About the Scholarship

The purpose of the YWCA of Auckland Young Women’s Tertiary Education Scholarship is to assist a young woman to understand the role of governance in a non-profit organisation and to provide us with another young women’s perspective on the activities of the YWCA. 
The young woman selected for the scholarship will be required to take part in YWCA activities by becoming an ex officio member of the Board. This will involve attending the monthly evening meeting of the Board, being 11 meetings in total including the Annual General Meeting, and taking a full role in discussing policies and procedures for the organisation. 
Mentoring in this role will be provided from an existing Board member along with ongoing support. 
The YWCA Auckland Young Women’s Tertiary Education Scholarship is $2,500 for tertiary study.  The intention of the Scholarship is to provide assistance with course-related costs, for example; textbooks, fees, laptop computer, course related software. It is paid in two instalments over the year.
Applications close on Monday 1st November 2010
Criteria for Selection

In order to apply for the scholarship, you must:

· Be a young woman aged between 16 and 30 years

· Be a New Zealand citizen or New Zealand permanent resident

· Be studying at an Auckland tertiary institution and be completing the first year of study or higher
· Must attend all monthly Board meetings and  support the work of the YWCA

· Possess a wide variety of skills and experience, demonstrating an interest in the community and in the activities of women

· Have the willingness to learn

· Be confident, self assured and articulate
· Be a good role model generally and able to represent the views of young women

· Demonstrate a likelihood of success in tertiary studies (current year results when available, unofficial transcript required in application form).

Preference will be given to applicants who fit one or more of the following criteria:

· Have been actively involved in the YWCA and is enrolled in Tertiary Education

· Auckland Young Women’s Collective member enrolled in Tertiary Education

· Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of the YWCA Auckland and its activities

· Initiative and enthusiasm for the YWCA and its activities

How will the young woman be selected?

The process is as follows:

· Once all application forms have been received, you will be notified if you have been accepted for an interview.

· A selection panel of YWCA Auckland will interview up to four finalists.   

The interview will take about 30 minutes.

· The successful applicant will be notified by telephone and letter.

YWCA Representation

The young woman selected for the scholarship will be required to take part in YWCA activities by becoming an ex officio member of the Board.

This will involve attending the monthly evening meeting of the Board and taking a full role in discussing policies and procedures for the organisation. Mentoring in this role from an existing board member will be provided along with ongoing support.  There are 11 meetings in a year, including the Annual General Meeting.  Meetings are scheduled to last between 2-3 hours and are held on the fourth Wednesday of every month excluding December.
The idea behind the scholarship is to assist a young woman to understand the role of governance in a non-profit organisation and to provide us with another young women’s perspective on the activities of the YWCA.

The activities undertaken by the YWCA Auckland are as follows:

Hostel - our 190 bed hostel  provides good quality accommodation from casual to weekly or long term for travellers, visitors and students.

Future Leaders Programme – for young women between 14 and 18 years old, this programme provides mentoring, practical support and skills development to young women who show leadership potential.

Encore Programme – assists women who have had breast cancer surgery regain their mobility, flexibility and self-confidence through gentle exercise and support.

Lobbying and Advocacy – the YWCA acts as a voice for women, supporting and raising awareness of women’s issues throughout New Zealand, in many different capacities.

4. Scholarships awarded only to individuals.  Teams or groups can not apply.
5. The scholarship is paid in two instalments of $1500.00 to the holder, in March and in July. The second payment is conditional on receipt of course completion in the first semester report.

6. The YWCA reserves the right to offer no scholarship (if there are insufficient applicants deemed worthy).  The decision of the Board of Trustees of the YWCA Auckland in relation to the awards of scholarships shall be final and no subsequent correspondence will be entered into.

7. Expectations of scholarship holder:

a. Attendance at all board meetings and one AGM meeting over 12 months or a total of 11 meetings, whichever comes first.

b. Contribution to Board discussions and sub-committees, if appropriate.

c. Involvement with the Young Women’s Collective of the YWCA of Aotearoa/New Zealand through the year of the scholarship.

d. Attendance at National Conference (at no personal expense to the holder)

e. Attendance at YWCA special events (at no personal cost to the holder).

f. Report on tertiary studies at the end of each semester.
