Part-time study options are available but will be negotiated on an individual basis. The maximum timeframe for completion of part-time study is 5 years.

• Years 2 and 3 be involved in contributing to the “AUT Leadership Programme”.

Awards may be considered for renewal in subsequent years, up to a maximum of three years for the under-graduate scholarship and two years for the postgraduate scholarship, per recipient.


Continuation of scholarship payments each academic year will be conditional upon: 

Satisfactory academic progress being maintained throughout the study year 

(NOTE: Satisfactory academic progress means the recipient should pass all papers. Where a recipient does not pass their course, their individual circumstances will be considered).

All recipients must undertake to meet all course requirements in their chosen programme of study to maintain eligibility of award. The Disability Resource Office, Pasifika Support Unit and Maori Support Unit are available to assist students in meeting these requirements.
