This paper introduces students to the knowledge of how our fascinating body works by studying its structures and related functions. It is equivalent to the ‘previous combined papers of the Intermediate Health Science’. Conceptual thinking is emphasized in the learning process to eventually enable you to apply the knowledge to your work as a professional.

Entry requirement: Applicant must meet University entrance requirements
Benefits of HSF online: 
1. You can learn in the comfort of your own home at your own chosen time and up to a point, at your own pace. 

2. You can revisit the topics that you find difficult by going through the online material again. 

3. Successful completion means you have ‘bagged’ 15 points of credit towards a degree. How come? 
Because: 
It is one of the four common papers taken by any new AUT students enrolled in the Bachelor of Health Science (BHSc in Nursing, Midwifery, Psychology, Occupational Therapy, Podiatry, Oral health, Applied Mental health, Health Promotion, Paramedic, Non Clinical major), Bachelor of Sport and Recreation (BSR), Bachelor in Dance (BDance), and Certificate in Holistic Therapies.
Who would benefit from taking it? 
1. Those who would like to start a degree part time at the AUT Faculty of Health and Environmental Sciences. 

2. Full time students who could not (e.g. due to family commitment) afford to be away from home for too long, can take 3 papers on campus, and study HSF online.
Frequently asked questions:
1.
How do I know what to study?
HSF online is a very GUIDED course. Students are made clearly aware of the main points to study. It is based on 3 sessions per week, which you can do at your own chosen time. It is a very interactive course with lots of activities and quizzes to attempt. The activities are fun to do.
2. What if I don’t understand a concept?
You can post the question online to the lecturer, i.e. you can get your question answered online. 

3. Is it too hard for me? 

For those who are absolutely committed and are prepared to put in hours of work, the 
answer is probably ‘Not too hard’. The majority of online students are expected to spend a total of 10-15 hours per week for being online or studying, but all at your convenience.
4. What about assessments? 
HSF is a 12 week course. You are required to complete 10 online “Short Test” assessments. You are also required to sit a final written exam. If you cannot attend AUT to sit this exam you must arrange an alternative venue and supervision. The lecturing staff must be satisfied you have an appropriate venue with appropriate supervision – this should be discussed with staff as early as possible. 
5. Do I need a computer? 
Yes, and an internet connection, a printer is also useful to have.
