FOUNDATION CONNECT

Delivered by UP Education, Foundation Connect provides a comprehensive, English-rich curriculum to
prepare students for the Certificate in Foundation Studies (Level 3). This six-month extension programme
allows students to develop their English skills, confidence and apply these English skills in an academic
setting. Foundation Connect includes engagement in Mathematics and academic courses to give students a broader
foundation for future learning.

The programme is marketed as Foundation Connect and the programme name is registered as an “Intensive General English Course” at NZQA.
