ENTRY REQUIREMENTS 
As an international student, you will need to meet the academic entry requirements for your 
chosen programme. Academic requirements are based on achievement in your  
previous studies.

Bachelor's degrees and diplomas
To start a bachelor's degree or diploma you need a 
high school qualification. Our website  
aut.ac.nz/int/entryrequirements outlines the 
qualification from your home country you can use to 
apply for admission to an AUT bachelor's degree or 
diploma. If you're an international student currently 
studying at a secondary school in New Zealand you 
will need to meet New Zealand University Entrance 
(UE). Some programmes may have additional 
requirements, for example specific school subjects, an 
interview or a driver's license. 

Graduate certificates and  
graduate diplomas
You generally need to have completed an 
undergraduate qualification (bachelor's degree)  
for entry to a graduate certificate or diploma. A 
recognised three-year diploma is accepted for entry 
into the Graduate Diploma in Arts and Graduate 
Diploma in International Hospitality Management. 

Postgraduate programmes
Minimum entry requirements are generally a 
successfully completed bachelor's degree in the same 
area of study from a recognised university. You may 
also be required to provide evidence of relevant work/
research experience. If you're planning to undertake a 
thesis, a research proposal will also be required. 

Recognition of prior learning
If you have already completed some university study 
related to the AUT programme you want to apply 
for, you may be able to apply for recognition of prior 
learning and get cross-credits towards your AUT 
qualification. There is a cost to apply for recognition  
of prior learning.

New Zealand student visa 
One of the most important steps is to get your 
student visa organised before you reach New Zealand. 
Without a valid visa and medical/travel insurance it’s 
unlawful to study in New Zealand.

Medical and travel insurance 
The New Zealand Government requires all 
international students to have appropriate insurance. 
Most international students are not entitled to publicly 
funded health services while in New Zealand. If you 
receive medical treatment during your visit, you may 
be liable for the full costs of the treatment. 

That is why it is so important that you have medical 
and travel insurance while studying at AUT. To make it 
easy, we include AUT’s default medical insurance, the 
Studentsafe Inbound University plan, as part of your 
Offer of Place. However, you don’t have to accept the 
AUT insurance policy, and can choose an alternative 
from an approved provider on our website.
