Please note: the Swedish Migration Agency requires non-EU/EES
students to be admitted to full-time studies to qualify for a
Swedish residence permit. Full-time study means 30 credits per
semester.

We do not send out transcripts by default. The student can
download the Official Transcript of Records from the system Ladok
at the end of the exchange. The transcript is digitally verified and
can be accessed after the exchange if needed.

However, if an ECTS clarification is needed, the students can
contact the department and we will create a transcript that
includes the translation.

We do not require any tests proving the English language level, but
nominated students must have sufficient knowledge of English to
attend the classes.

Necessary level: B2 (CEFR, Common European Frame Work of
Reference for Language)

Basic Swedish language courses run part-time and as evening
classes throughout the semester for 7.5 academic ECTS credits.

Non-EU citizens:

Some non-EU citizens need to apply for a visa to enter Sweden,
and all non-EU citizens need to apply for a residence permit to
stay longer than 90 days.

Uppsala University will send a Letter of Acceptance by e-mail to
each student requiring the document. The Letter of Acceptance is
necessary to apply for a visa/residence permit. Further information
can be found here:

Please note: Non-EU citizens currently studying in another country
covered by the Schengen agreement still have to apply for a
residence permit before they arrive in Sweden.

For non-EU/EEA citizens, the Swedish Migration Board requires
that applicants support their visa/residence permit application
with proof of sufficient funds for their entire time of stay. Please
see Swedish Migration Agency for requirements.

All students are insured by the insurance Student IN from
Kammarkollegiet. This insurance provides emergency medical and
dental coverage, home transport, personal property coverage,
third-party liability, and legal protection. It provides coverage for
the student’s travel directly to and from Sweden from two weeks
before and two weeks after the official term dates. For full details

EU citizens: EU students must bring their European Health
Insurance Card for medical insurance.

For the autumn term, the recommended days of arrival usually fall
on Thursday, Friday, and Saturday one week before the start of
term, whereas the spring term’s recommended days of arrival
usually are Friday and Saturday on the weekend before term
starts. Each semester, there is an orientation program for new
students before the semester starts.

Uppsala University offers accommodation for exchange students
through the contracted private company, The Uppsala University
Housing Office, but housing is not guaranteed.

The housing application is submitted from May 15" — May 31st (for
autumn) and November 15th — November 30th (for spring). The
application link will be sent directly to the nominated students
before the application period.
