Eligibility and application process

Eligibility
To be eligible for this scholarship, you must:
· Meet the conditions outlined in the Guidelines for the Selection of Overseas Students Sponsored by the China Scholarship Council for the Current year .
· Demonstrate a solid professional foundation, outstanding academic performance, robust learning and research capabilities, effective communication skills (including English language proficiency), great potential for development.
· Currently enrolled in a PhD programme in China. 
· Be under 35 years old as of 1 January in the year of application).


AUT Application Process
1. Identify a Host Supervisor

· Search https://academics.aut.ac.nz/ to find a potential supervisor[footnoteRef:1].   [1:  Please note that your proposed AUT supervisor may not be able to agree to supervise you due to their workload and other commitments. In addition, your proposed AUT supervisor will need to receive approval from the university before agreeing to be appointed as your supervisor] 

· Provide them with a research proposal for your visit. It is recommended that this is done BEFORE December in the year prior to application.

2. Provide Supporting Documents

· Email the following documents to your proposed AUT supervisor
·  your official academic transcripts to date (master’s degree and PhD study), an academic CV/resume and any academic awards during your postgraduate study. 
· Research proposal 
· Provide proof of your English Language Proficiency.
 


3. Apply to AUT

· When invited to do so, complete and return the ‘Request to visit AUT as an academic or student (Part 2) form. 
· If your request to visit is approved, you will be sent a Letter of Invitation to support your visit and CSC application. 



CSC Application Process

1. Submit application to CSC 

· Complete the online application on the China Scholarship Council (CSC) website (applications open in March). 

2. Submit all required documentation 

· Online Recommendation Form completed by the home university
· Letter of Recommendation from the home university
· Nomination List submitted by AUT to CSC
· Transcripts from the bachelor's degree to the present
· Graduation Certificate and Degree Certificate for the highest level of education
· Study/Research Plan signed by the host supervisor
· Letter of Invitation from the host supervisor
· Host Supervisor's CV
· Proof of English Language Proficiency
· Valid Chinese ID Card
· Any additional documents requested by the CSC

3. Application Deadlines:
Be aware of the application deadlines, which typically open in March, close at the end of March, and are followed by notification of results from the CSC in May.

4. Visa Application
The letter of invitation from the host supervisor is also needed for your visa application.
